
indoor 9 dB antenna and Meraki or other Wifi gear
housed in Sch 40 3" diameter water pipe.
  
One feature is ability to disconnect WiFi gear so that it can 
"Walkabout" and be powered by 6AA batteries which
is all that is needed in the case of the Meraki. 
  
Provisions for "Blinky Lights" 
LED or El wire for added visual appeal

Plastic "Wok" shaped bowl will    
house 12 volt battery and
solar controller.
   
Battery will keep   
center of mass low, 
and antenna can be 
leveled on a sloped roof

South facing tiltable, fold up solar panel,
(scale panel size to geographic location,
in San Diego I'm going start off 
with a 5w - something 
I have on hand)

Steel Sq.tube frame with
plywood platform
on which a plastic dog bowl
flange can be placed and "wok"
be placed...
  
Platform will have small rubber ft
so that it can be a non penetrating
roof mount, just like the other
solar wifi setups I've built!
